I'm glad to share that our parish has been invited to take part in a nationwide project with Luther Seminary
in St. Paul. The aim of this initiative is to enhance how we understand and experience sermons in our
rapidly evolving world.

A Message from The Right Reverend Craig Loya
Choosing to Follow Jesus ECW

September 4, 2025

Beloved in Christ,

One of my many irritating qualities is that | can be very slow to make a decision. In smaller and larger
choices, | can spend so much time considering all the pros and cons, that | get stuck in the fact that every
option looks equally good, and every option looks equally bad. The fact is every decision is a trade off,
every choice bears a cost. My slowness to make a decision is often just a matter of not wanting to pay its
cost.

Our scripture lessons for this Sunday invite us to make a clear choice, and to count its cost. In our reading
from Deuteronomy, as the people of God prepare to enter God's promised land at long last, Moses speaks
on behalf of God: “See, | have set before you today life and prosperity, death and adversity. Choose life so
that you and your descendants may live in the land that the Lord swore to give to your ancestors.” And in
our gospel lesson, Jesus reminds us that following him requires that we take up our cross, and be willing to
give up all that we have.

Jesus is always in the business of subverting the violent and oppressive world order, where people look
out for themselves, and see life as a matter of gaining all | can, with the power of love, which looks out first
for others, and is willing to give it all away.

Following the way of Jesus then, draws a line, and presents us with a clear choice. We can choose the way
of God's life and love, or we can choose the way of the current world order, which makes peace with
children being shot in school, that looks the other way when immigrants are dehumanized and
scapegoated, where the economic order devours the vulnerable to feed unchecked greed.

Making this choice, as individuals and as congregations, will make us appear strange, it will cause conflict
and division. It might cost us members and friendships. But making this choice grounds our lives squarely
in God'’s project to heal the whole world with love.

Following the way of Jesus does not work as a side hobby, one more activity we stack alongside already
overly full lives. Following Jesus demands that we place God at the center of everything we do and
everything we are. It's a choice that will cost us everything, but through which we finally find the liberation
and healing our souls so desperately thirst for.

Are you ready, and are we ready as a church, in a world of mimetic violence, to take up our cross, to
choose life, choose love, choose joy, choose liberation, choose healing? Are we ready to choose Jesus
above all else, losing our lives in order to be fully and finally found by the God who calls us each by name?

United Thank Offering

Just what is the United Thank Offering?

The year was 1883 when a group of women took up a thank offering to support innovative mission and
ministry in the Episcopal Church and the Anglican communion that a church budget could not cover. Today
UTO's focus remains the same: the practice of gratitude and giving support.

How is this accomplished? Every year local parishes engage in a monthlong campaign of offering gratitude
by depositing a coin in a little blue box. Every penny collected goes toward supporting projects that
address compelling needs around the globe by way of giving grants to organizations that have applied. In
2025, UTO gave out $1,079,748.37 to recipients.

The US is divided into 9 provinces (All Saints is in Province VI) with each one sending a representative to sit
on the UTO Board which reviews the grant proposals. The maximum of a grant is $55,000 unless there is
extreme need, in which case it could be as high as $100,000. This year there were 43 applicants, 27 of
which were funded. There were 3 historical grants (that's a whole other story), 12 to the Anglican
Communion (all of which were water related) and 12 to Episcopal Church organizations. So how does UTO
provide materials for churches free of charge? The women founders committed to have the work continue
after they were gone, started giving trust funds to the organization which practice has continued by others
over the last 142 years.

During the campaign, drop a coin in the blue box in gratitude for something good in your life, but know that
giving thanks does not stop at the end of the campaign! For those interested for more in depth practice, we
will have materials available in October.

Episco-Speak
A Guide to the Language of Episcopalians

You say you don’t know your ciborium from your paten? Well, don't despair! Help is here. Each
month your rector will attempt to dazzle you with his command of the vocabulary of Anglicans and
Episcopalians. If there is some term or concept about which you want to learn more, | will also take
requests.

This month: Confession of Sin

| had planned to write about some basic terms of church architecture, but | was asked a question over
the summer that | want to take up first. | was asked by this individual about the confession of sin, more
specifically why do we do it during some parts of the church year and not others. Additionally, | was
asked about hearing private confession in the Episcopal Church: why, when and who should be doing
it?

| know that you're likely on pins and needles awaiting a treatise on church architecture. Never fear, | will
get to it in a few months so that | can answer a few questions that have been asked by some of you
here at All Saints. I'm all a twitter - actual reader questions!

But first, | want to establish a context for discussion confession of sin. What is sin after all? Yes, we
really do talk about sin in the Episcopal Church. My best working definition is one that | learned in
seminary and have never forgotten. Sin, according to the theologian Sallie McFague, is a refusal of love
- a refusal of God's Love and a refusal to love the beloved of the Creator. To my mind, that pretty much
ticks all the boxes when thinking about what sin actually is. The reality is that we all do it, being human
after all. So, when we have hurt another person by that very refusal of love, we need to do something
about it.

That brings us to the Confession of Sin found on p. 365 of the Book of Common Prayer. We pray this as
a community of faith nearly every Sunday because we can all think of those instances when we have
indeed sinned. It is important to clear our hearts and consciences, having been forgiven of those sins by
the priest before we approach the Table to receive the Sacrament. Here | want to make something
clear. No priest pronounces the forgiveness of sins on their own. It is only by virtue of ordination that
they pronounce the absolution of sins that God, and God alone confers on us. This act is known as one
of the five sacramental rites of the Episcopal Church. The two Great Sacraments are Baptism and the
Holy Eucharist which Christ gave to the Church.

Now here is an interesting exception to the expectation of praying the general confession every
Sunday. The rubrics state on p. 359 of the BCP, that “On occasion, the Confession may be omitted.” The
rubrics are what | like to call the stage directions of the liturgy. In Latin, rubrics are red letters, which
they once were in prayer books but that's rather expensive, so now italics connote the rubrics. The two
most common occasions for omitting the confession in the liturgy would be the seasons of Christmas
and Easter. Christmas is a joyous season in which we celebrate God’s Word of Love incarnate. And, of
course, Easter is the greatest of our seasons in which we celebrate the power of God's love that takes
away our fears of sin and death. The significance of Easter is so great that not only do we omit the
confession, but in the early Church, bishops forbade the practice of kneeling during the fifty days.




Episco-Speak continued:

There is one other aspect to an exploration of the topic of confession and that is the sacramental rite of The
Reconciliation of a Penitent, or in the vernacular private confession. Some might react to this, saying, “Isn’t
that a Catholic practice?” The short answer is no. Here is where it gets rather interesting. Among Protestant
faith traditions our Episcopal and Anglican heritage is unique. In the English Reformation, elements of
Roman Catholic traditions were retained along with those of the reforming tradition in Europe. Thus, for
example, our faith heritage recognizes - depending on who you talk to - either the traditional seven
sacraments, (Baptism, Eucharist, Confirmation, Marriage, Reconciliation of a Penitent, Anointing of the Sick,
and Ordination) or two major sacraments, i.e. Baptism ad Eucharist, with 5 sacramental rites.

Either way, our tradition takes the Reconciliation of a Penitent very seriously. The rite is found on pp. 446 -
452 in the BCP. | am going to add the rubrics titled “Concerning the Rite” on p. 446. It's important enough
for me to add it here rather than try to paraphrase it and possibly not express it correctly - or should | say
not get it “rite”?

Concerning the Rite
The ministry of reconciliation, which has been committed by Christ to his Church, is exercised
through the care each Christian has for others, through the common prayer of Christians assembled
for public worship, and through the priesthood of the church and its ministers declaring absolution.

The Reconciliation of a Penitent is available for all who desire it. It is not restricted to times of
sickness. Confessions may be heard anytime and anywhere.

Two equivalent forms of service are provided here to meet the needs of penitents. The absolution in
these services may be pronounced only by a bishop or priest. Another Christian may be asked to
hear a confession, but it must be made clear to the penitent that absolution will not be pronounced;
instead, a declaration of forgiveness is provided.

When a confession is heard in a church building, the confessor may sit inside the altar rails or in a
place set aside to give greater privacy, and the penitent kneels nearby. If preferred, the confessor
and penitent may sit face to face for a spiritual conference leading to absolution or a declaration of
forgiveness.

When the penitent has confessed all serious sins troubling the conscience and has given evidence of
due contrition, the priest gives such counsel and encouragement as are needed and pronounces the
absolution. Before giving absolution, the priest may assign to the penitent a psalm, prayer, or hymn
to be said, or something to be done, as a sign of penitence and act of thanksgiving.

The content of a confession is not normally a matter of subsequent discussion. The secrecy of a
confession is morally absolute for the confessor, and must under no circumstances be broken.

Who should do this? | think that your own conscience will tell you when the time is fitting. | don't often hear
confession myself these days but | did more so before my retirement. Since retirement, | have occasionally
heard confession in the course of my spiritual direction practice. If you have any questions at all about this,
either I or Fr. Cody would gladly tell you more about it.

After this weighty topic, we'll turn to something a bit more fun next month, | assure you!
